STIPULATION 
COMES NOW the Plaintiff, by counsel and the Defendant, by counsel, and hereby submit the following stipulated facts to the Court and in support thereof state the following:
1. This matter is currently set for a trial on August 24, 2017.  
2. The parties would rather avoid the unnecessary expense of litigating this matter to the extent that this stipulation would allow the court to rule on this matter.
3. Therefore, the parties agree as follows:
a. That the Plaintiffs, Robert H. Stine and Molly McGinnis Stine (the “Stines”) own a property adjacent to intervening defendants Roy Chapman and Linda Chapman (the “Chapmans”) on Lake Webster in North Webster, Indiana.
b. That both the Stines and the Chapmans are on-shore property owners for purposes of determining their rights under the previous orders of this Court and the E.F.A.C. Pier Administration Policy.
c. The Stine pier and accompanying boat lift encroach upon the riparian zone of the Chapman’s property if that riparian zone is drawn by parallel lines to the existing shared boundary between the Stine and Chapman Property.
d. Both parties agree that the Stine pier has moved somewhat in the last ten (10) years; however there is a dispute as to whether it has moved so much as to go outside of the original 24-feet allocated to Stine pursuant to the Court’s January 21, 2014 order.
e. E.F.A.C. voted unanimously, five to zero, that the Stine pier was in violation of the E.F.A.C. Pier Administration Policy because the pier was encroaching into the riparian zone of the Chapman property.
WHEREFORE, the parties hereby submit the following stipulated Agreement to the Court and would respectfully request that if the Court finds the above facts dispositive of the Plaintiffs’ Complaint that the Court so rule.
